The National Organic Symposium Trust (NOST), a non-profit organization, was established in 1983 for
promoting Organic Chemistry through scientific interactions such as organization of conferences/seminars. It
has been involved in such activities where established organic chemists get a platform to share their
research work. In 2003, it was decided by the Board of Trustees of the NOST to provide a separate forum
for research scholars/junior scientists to have scientific deliberations and interactions. Since then, ten such
conferences were organized in a very successful manner.

The 14th NOST conference for research scholars (J-NOST) is planned to be held during November 22-25,
2018 at CSIR-Indian Institute of Chemical Technology, Hyderabad, Telangana.

This meeting will be limited to selected about 120 participants from India and abroad. Among these, about
40-45 students will be asked to give a talk (15 minutes) and 30-35 students will be invited to present
posters and the remaining will be requested to participate. Besides these, there will be 2-3 evening lectures
on general topics by eminent organic chemists. Selected students will have to pay a registration fee of Euro
85. Please note that we are unable to provide any travel support, however the local hospitality
(accommodation and meals) at CSIR-IICT will be taken care of.

Scientific program will start on November 22, 2018, at 2.00 pm and end on November 25, 2018 by lunch
time. As per the tradition, all participants are expected to stay for the entire duration of the meeting.
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
